CORRESPONDENCE

President Hay asked if there was any correspondence which should be brought to the Board’s
attention.  Trustee Fong reported receiving more email messages expressing concern about an issue
involving Foothill student Ahmad Al-Qloushi.  Student Trustee Dunn reported that the student
March in March in Sacramento has been canceled, but students are brainstorming on how to get their
voices heard by the legislature.

HEARINGS:  ITEMS NOT ON THE AGENDA

Trustees
Trustee Plotkin reported that he co-moderated the February 9 Public Sector Health Benefits Forum,
which has resulted in the opportunity to form a coalition with labor unions and governmental entities
to explore ways to contain the soaring costs of health benefits.  He reported that he also attended the
De Anza African American Faculty/Staff Association luncheon.  Trustee Fong reported that he
attended the ACCT Legislative Conference in Washington, D.C.  He noted that ACCT is seeking a
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new CEO.  He also announced that Asian Americans for Community Involvement is sponsoring a
concert by pianist Jon Nakamatsu at Foothill College on February 25, and the Asian Law Alliance is
sponsoring a benefit dinner on March 4.

Staff
Chancellor Martha Kanter added that San Jose Vice Mayor Cindy Chavez would be joining the
Foothill-De Anza table at the Asian Law Alliance dinner, and she welcomed others to attend.  She
noted that the Alliance helps meet student legal needs by providing pro bono support.  She
announced that the Bay 10 Trustees has scheduled its annual dinner for March 21; she noted that a
Board meeting is also scheduled for that evening, although there are no items currently scheduled.
Trustee Bechtel suggested canceling the Board meeting of March 21.  Chancellor Kanter announced
that on February 24 the CEOCCC board would be discussing a community college ballot initiative
for the November 2006 election.

Foothill Vice President of Technology and Instruction Penny Patz, representing Foothill President
Bernadine Chuck Fong, shared an article from the Los Altos Town Crier regarding the Foothill
Symphonic Wind Ensemble.  She also noted that Foothill Instructor Lauren Velasco was present and
would report on the Foothill Speech and Debate Team, which had won several awards.  De Anza
President Brian Murphy reported on two campus events:  a successful fund-raiser for tsunami relief
initiated by a faculty member, and the commemoration of the case challenging the internment of
Japanese Americans during World War II.  He also announced that De Anza Film/Cinema students
would be recognized at the San Jose “Cinequest” film festival.

Foothill Instructor Lauren Velasco introduced some of the members from the Speech and Debate
Team who competed in a contest of students from California and portions of Nevada and Oregon,
winning a number of awards.  The Board and audience applauded the students for their
accomplishments.

Item 14
BOARD LEGISLATIVE GOALS FOR 2005-06

Chancellor Martha Kanter introduced members of the Legislative Committee, which advised in the
development of the goals.  She noted that there was interest in including language to support
Proposition 98 backfill, which will be included in the next draft.  President Hay asked if there was
any movement statewide to craft a fundamental structural change for community college funding;
Chancellor Kanter responded that there was not, although it has been acknowledged that this issue
needs to be addressed.  Trustee Bechtel asked whether the goals should target only the most needed
or most likely items; Chancellor Kanter explained that different legislators ask for feedback
concerning different issues, and it is useful to have a historical record of all goals that are in the
District’s interest.

Regarding flexibility in setting student fees, Trustee Plotkin noted his preference to remove the item
entirely, but proposed adding the phrase “with appropriate fee waivers for financially disadvantaged
students.”  The other trustees supported his proposed change.  De Anza Academic Senate President
Dan Mitchell reported that faculty support a stable and predictable student enrollment fee policy, but
this does not mean they support fee increases, even if incremental.  Faculty Association President
Rich Hansen added that statewide faculty groups do not support fee increases either and believe that
fees should be supported by taxes, as increases target those who are least able to afford them.
Trustee Plotkin suggested including restoration of the state’s original support of community
colleges, i.e., no enrollment fees.

Chancellor Kanter said the Legislative Committee would take all the comments into consideration
and bring a draft back for a second reading.  Trustee Fong thanked the Committee and said that they
had produced a good document.

Item 15
UPDATE ON 2005-06 BUDGET DEVELOPMENT

Vice Chancellor of Business Services Mike Brandy reviewed issues affecting the current year
budget, which include a $3 million revenue decrease compared to projections, the success of the
colleges in stemming the enrollment decline experienced in Fall Quarter, and productivity holding at
the budgeted amount.  However, due to a loss of revenue and an increase in expenses this year, the
District may not be able to maintain its 5% reserves without further cuts.

As a backdrop to the development of the budget, Vice Chancellor Brandy pointed out that California
ranks 46th out of 50 states in community college funding, one of the lowest funded systems in the
country.  He reviewed estimates for 2005-06 revenue and expenses, with a projected $8.4 million
deficit that will need to be balanced by July.  He reviewed potential solutions, which include using
the state COLA, reducing positions, and reducing other operating costs.  Trustee Plotkin inquired
about ways to make staff reductions that do not negatively impact WSCH, and Vice Chancellor
Brandy discussed the difficulties of doing so.  Trustee Plotkin inquired about alternatives other than
layoffs.  Vice Chancellor Brandy discussed the idea of closing the colleges during certain periods
and the challenges of doing so.  Vice Chancellor of Human Resources and Equal Opportunity Jane
Enright discussed how associated contractual issues would need to be negotiated if this idea is
pursued.
