FOOTHILL STATE OF THE COLLEGE

Foothill College President Bernadine Chuck Fong presented the annual State of the College report.
She reviewed the college’s operating principles and vision, along with highlights and distinctive
achievements from the past twelve years during her presidency.  She reviewed the focus on deep
learning during the past year, noting the disparity in retention and success rates based on ethnicity of
underprepared students enrolled in math and English classes and efforts to address the disparity.  She
reported that Foothill is number one statewide in completion of basic skills courses.  She reviewed
efforts to strengthen transfer rates and certification achievement in career and technical programs.
She also explained how the college would be addressing accreditation recommendations over the
next six years until the next accreditation.  President Bechtel thanked Dr. Fong for an excellent
report, and Trustee Fong commended Dr. Fong on her accomplishments as college president.
Chancellor Martha Kanter made remarks on Dr. Fong’s achievements and also thanked her.

Trustee Plotkin reported that the Committee was provided updates on the budget, the actuarial study
that will inform how the District will address its unfunded retiree medical benefits liability, and
details regarding the selection of bond underwriters.  He noted that a representative from Citibank
addressed the Committee requesting to be added as a bond underwriter, but the Committee declined
the request.

FOUNDATION REPORT

Trustee Casas Frier reported that two new members, Dr. Hsing Kung and Ms. Iris Korol, joined the
Foundation Board, and the Measure C campaign will be able to reimburse the Foundation for the
money loaned to the campaign.

She noted that planning has commenced for Opening
Day and proposals are being solicited for workshops.  She suggested that, due to the extensive
agenda anticipated for the July 10 Board meeting, that the Board consider adding time the morning
of July 11.  She reported that the Silicon Valley Higher Education Roundtable is sponsoring a
graduation ceremony on June 14 for low-income kindergarten students; this outreach effort will
follow the children through elementary, middle and high school, providing resources to encourage
them to attend college.  Lastly, she reported that she attended an event sponsored by Avenidas at
which founding trustee Robert C. Smithwick and former Foundation Board member Margaret Abe
were honored.

Foothill President Bernadine Chuck Fong distributed a brochure of activities for
Lesbian/Gay/Bisexual/Transgender Heritage Month, information on financial aid outreach, and an
invitation to a presentation on the Bob Ballard Underseas Exploration Project.  De Anza President
Brian Murphy reported that the college held its second parent/student night.  He noted an upcoming
“Duel at De Anza” competition sponsored by the Auto Tech department.  He also announced that
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instructor Susan Tavernetti has been awarded by the Peninsula Press Club for her film review work
for a local newspaper.

Vice Chancellor of Business Services Mike Brandy provided an update regarding an administrative
court hearing on the Friends of the Griffin House v. Foothill-De Anza lawsuit that was held earlier in
the day.

He also explained that districts which did not endorse the waiver elimination or the fee
increase would be subject to lesser reimbursement from the state for such mandated costs claims.
Trustee Plotkin expressed his desire that the colleges alert students to opportunities for emergency
financial aid to mitigate the hardship of a fee increase.

Trustee Plotkin noted that the Audit & Finance Committee had asked
Vice Chancellor Brandy to work on an RFP for bond underwriting, which contributed to taking time
away from developing an RFP for this management contract.  He said he was pleased to see that
financial concerns last year regarding the entertainment market and operation of Flint Center do not
seem to be as much of an issue this year.

Responding to a question from President Bechtel, Director of Purchasing and Material Services
Carmen Redmond said that reference checks had been completed and were positive.  Trustee
Swenson asked how the system would differ from existing security, and Vice Chancellor of
Technology Willie Pritchard explained that the system provides an integration tool to allow an
expansion of the portal, with a self-service architecture in which users manage their own accounts
with a single sign-on and password.  He added that funding is provided from the ETS budget.

Trustee Plotkin commended staff on having conducted a vigorous competitive bidding process and
acknowledged the importance of having such an identity management system.  Trustee Casas Frier
asked about utilizing Measure C funds to cover the expense, but Vice Chancellor Pritchard said it
had been critical to get the system in place soon, which required planning and assured funding that
could not wait for passage of Measure C.

TENTATIVE BUDGET SUMMARY

Vice Chancellor of Business Services Mike Brandy reviewed significant revenue and expense
changes in the general fund, based on the Governor’s May Revise.  He said that the budget is
projected to be structurally balanced, although there is some concern that the legislature may convert
equalization funding for certain districts such as Foothill-De Anza from ongoing revenue to one-
time.  Trustee Casas Frier inquired about funding the unfunded retiree medical benefits liability, and
Vice Chancellor Brandy said he would be bringing the issue up at the July 10 Board meeting.

Item 21
AGREEMENT WITH MORGAN STANLEY AND UBS TO UNDERWRITE BONDS

Vice Chancellor of Business Services Mike Brandy explained that the Audit & Finance Committee
determined that an underwriting partnership would work in the District’s best interests.  Responding
to a question from Trustee Fong, Vice Chancellor Brandy and representatives from the two
underwriting firms — Jim Roth of UBS and John Sheldon of Morgan Stanley — clarified that such
an arrangement is common for large bond issuances, and a 50/50 split for fees works best.  They also
responded to a question from Trustee Casas Frier about ensuring that future take-down fees are
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reasonable, explaining that the District will have historic information for comparison.  Trustee
Plotkin commended the work of Vice Chancellor Brandy’s staff and the financial advisor, Bill
Euphrat, who provided valuable service to the Audit & Finance Committee in selecting and
evaluating firms.

a. Both firms proposed the same management fee of $.50 per
$1,000,000 of bond issuance.  As an example, these fees would
represent payment of about $100,000 on a bond issuance of
$200,000,000.  The fees cover the costs to these firms for financial
modeling, structuring the bond, marketing the bond, preparing and
presenting information to Moody’s and Standard & Poors, and
closing the bond sale.

3. Morgan Stanley will serve as senior booking agent on the first bond
issuance with this rotating to UBS on the second bond issuance;

4. Take down fees (that is, commissions paid to retail and institutional
sales forces) will be agreed upon by the three parties when the
structure of the bond issuance is set and the bonds are ready to sell.
These fees shall be consistent with market conditions at the time and
maximum fees outlined in the responses to the RFP.

Mr. Schulze also noted that a
stronger case for reimbursement can be made in situations where specifications are incorrect, but this
is more difficult when an omission occurs.  He said it would not be productive to deny the change
order and delay the project.

Trustee Plotkin suggested that constructability reviews prior to commencing projects could be useful
in the future.  Foothill instructor Ken Horowitz commented on the Measure E Reports provided to
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the Audit & Finance Committee and expressed appreciation that the Board had questioned this
change order.
