2005-06 SECOND QUARTER REPORT

Vice Chancellor of Business Services Mike Brandy reviewed significant revenue and expense
changes in the budget, including $1.2 million for increased square footage that will provide the
opportunity to fund new maintenance and operations positions. Responding to a question from
Trustee Swenson, he clarified that the colleges will be discussing these positions and he expects to
have a recommendation for the Board by June. President Bechtel stressed the importance of
ensuring that dollars are budgeted to maintain the new buildings now that significant money has
been invested in their construction. Vice Chancellor Brandy noted that the cost to hold the bond
election has been estimated at $690,000. He reviewed an analysis of enrollment, noting that the
colleges expect to meet their targets. He projected a one-time net ending balance of $3.2 million.

Vice Chancellor Brandy briefly discussed estimates for the 2006-07 budget. President Bechtel
inquired about the unfunded retiree health benefits liability. Vice Chancellor Brandy said he will
recalibrate the estimate of the liability based on new actuarial data and will bring a recommendation
to the Board in the spring. He also noted he will provide more detail in the future regarding the
budget transfers and revisions.
