Trustee Casas Frier reported that the Foundation Board thanked outgoing members and re-elected
Joan Barram as President, Chuck Berghoff as Vice President and Ben Dubin as Treasurer.  Anita
Manwani Bhagat was elected Secretary.  Trustee Casas Frier also reported that the Foundation had
thus far obtained $80,000 in sponsorships for De Anza’s “A Night of Magic.”

President Bechtel asked if there was any correspondence which should be brought to the Board’s
attention.  Trustee Casas Frier announced that Senator Joe Simitian would be holding a Town Hall
meeting in Palo Alto on September 16.

Staff
De Anza President Brian Murphy distributed the Impact listing of short courses.  He also announced
that, after a comprehensive search, Marisa Spatafore has been named Director of Marketing and
Communications at the college.  President Bechtel, Chancellor Martha Kanter and others offered Ms.
Spatafore their congratulations.  Foothill Interim President Penny Patz noted that the college recently
held its annual leadership retreat as well as its first parent/student orientations; in addition, she said
that instructor Kent Manske's artwork is being displayed at the Krause Center for Innovation and
highlighted instructor Michael Loceff's recent shared Emmy as a co-executive producer and writer
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for the television program “24.”  She announced that Foothill's Curriculum Management System
(CMS) received a 2006 California Community Colleges Technology Focus Award.

Chancellor Martha Kanter thanked Vice Chancellor of Technology Willie Pritchard, as he prepares
to assume the position of academic coordinator for Distance Learning at De Anza, for his six years
of service as Vice Chancellor.  She reminded the Board that print advertising is in progress for the
Measure C Citizens’ Oversight Committee and information is also published on the District website.
Finally, she noted that the District was cited as an educational technology leader in the report of
Joint Venture:  Silicon Valley on the Wireless Silicon Valley project.

De Anza Instructional Technology Coordinator Jose Rueda introduced SEIU worksite organizer
Brian O’Neill, who briefly discussed the efforts of the union to consolidate chapters.

Trustees
Trustee Swenson congratulated Trustee Fong on being named to the international Asian Academy
Hall of Fame.  Trustee Fong said that his local work in community colleges was a key factor in his
receiving the honor.  Trustee Plotkin noted that some individuals had expressed concern about
changes in the District’s health plan network and asked that further information about the availability
of providers in the United HealthCare network be supplied at a future Board meeting.  At this time,
Student Trustee Derflinger arrived.  Trustee Casas Frier noted that she attended the Silicon Valley
Leadership Group's annual “Projections” conference last week.  She also pointed out a Mercury
News editorial endorsing SB 160, which would allow undocumented immigrants attending college to
be eligible for financial aid.

ENVIRONMENTAL WASTE MANAGEMENT ANNUAL UPDATE

Director of Environmental Health and Safety Mona Voss presented the first annual update on
environmental waste management, outlining steps taken by the District to fully comply with
regulations and noting that the overarching goal is to establish a culture of proactive environmental
compliance.  Director Voss reported on the recent inspection by the County and cited the District's
substantial improvements in compliance since 2005, observing that the number of violations has
been notably reduced.  She also outlined issues that continue to be addressed and noted that an
outside auditor will be engaged to inspect and assess the District’s program.  The auditor’s report
will be scheduled for presentation to the Board.  She pointed out several goals for the program:  keep
pace with regulatory changes; keep problems fixed once they have been addressed; develop an
environmental perspective among students; and involve all employees in environmental awareness.

Vice Chancellor of Business Services Mike Brandy lauded Voss' work, saying that Foothill-De Anza
is now being cited by the County as a model in environmental compliance.  De Anza President Brian
Murphy said that both De Anza and Foothill colleges were deeply appreciative of Voss'
accomplishments, as well as her availability and helpfulness to faculty and staff.

Brandy responded that chief business officers would be meeting later in the week to discuss the
matter.

balance.
