Be aware that for things like addresses, phone numbers, and e-mails there may be several in the system for each person for a given type.  The scroll bar on the left is an indicator that this is the case.  We need to know which type is to be used.  If the data contains multiple records of the selected type, your report will contain duplicate records.
