CATALOG/SCHEDULE TRAINING (2/19/09)

How do we convert catalog, how much curriculum data will we migrate? Is Legacy clean? Options: move course data and majors then pre-requisites. Do not bring old version.  Electronically move catalog 2009-10 then enter CAPP manually.  Equivalencies should be built at CAPP level as prereqs where we can have more detail.
How will we handle majors that have the same name but not the same content? Identify from Legacy current majors and if everything is clean, can possibly populate.  When we migrate the academic history, we will create an “X” classification for conversion, which will eliminate the need for 1-1 matching of olf courses with new.
Migration of Schedule – how many course sections?  Kathleen is checking with Coast CCD who e-migrated their schedule into Banner. She will get a list of pro/cons.
Can we pull ECMS/C3MS into Luminus?

Identify reports we can get from Banner, additional reports can be added  into an Oracle report.   What reports can be drawn from other reporting tools such as Hyperion.  What reports do we need by GO LIVE?

No room inventory report.

Naming code convention for pre-requisites to satisfy requirements (college code, subcourse number, pre-req, area description>>)

HR puts General Person data, schedulers will not enter faculty

SCABASE- where course maintenance occurs; where you can “kill” a course.
SCARRES - Registration restriction detail allows us to create registration rules for cohorts or student attribute groups.  Include = allows only that group; Exclude = group(s) that may not take a course.

· We will need to create distinctions between DA/FH students to prohibit cross-enrollment across campuses without applications at each college.

SCASYLB - syllabus form.  Offers option of displaying either short or long title on transcript or self-service (web)

SDASECT - course restrictions requiring special approval can be set up here and other offices can be given permission to approve these.
SHAGRDE - any course ever offered at either college needs to be on this table.  A= Active; I = Inactive

SMAPRLE - complex prereqs have to set up here similar to a degree (prereq program)  Prereqs are built on SMAAREA.  Other prereq forms:  SMAALIB, SCAPREQ, SSAPREQ, STRPINI

SSAEXCL - academic calendar of Instruction Days.  Must be built for all 365 days of each year with notice of which days are holiday, instructional days, etc.

SSRSECT - class schedule report

SSRTALY - class schedule report, but different format from SSRSECT.  Enrollment report per section.

STVACCT - attendance accounting method table
STVFSTP – Faculty Staff Type Code – sets faculty load limit (CHECK)

STVCAMP – Campus Code Validation – Refer to CORE team (D for DA or F for Foothill, off-campus, community ed,etc); MIS reports  need be to cross referenced with district code 421 and 422

STVCOLL – College Validation Code – shared by all systems (to completed by Core team) 

**STVDEPT – Department Code Validation – Done by the core team.  Also used by HR/Finance/Financial aid (Manually entered -Mary & Cori??) 

GTVDICD- District Division Code - For MIS reporting 421 DA and 422 Foothill. 

GTVDUNT – Duration Unit Validation - not sure if we will use it or not – Open Learning classes for Foothill??

 GTVINSM – Instructional Method – MIS reporting element, already populated; required state codes, add combine types L/L

GVTMTYP - For Independent Study; to be arranged box needs to be checked.
STVAPRV- Catalog Approval Code - shows how the course is approved and tracks the approval of the course…this is course specific; to be reviewed by both colleges ((C3MS/ECMS??)

SVVCCST – Course Credit Status - make sure they are there…populate MIS field, run a script (3 codes)

STVATTR –  Attribute Validation (catalog and schedule validation) - Codes/attributes need to be in here: IGETC, CSU/UC TRANSFERABILITY; currently in the legacy, possibly can be converted???...THIS IS A BIG TABLE

STVCCSL – Classification Code Validation – State mandated codes, check if this is already populated in the system

STVCIPC - CIPC Code Validation – federal codes, it is optional to populate but populate if we have them, probably script them in there (check with Lourdes)

STVCLAS – Class code Validation – closely related to students, you can set up restriction by class but better if filled out by those filling out student information; Example - number of units completed helpful for students in qualifying for financial aid 

STVCSTA – Course Status Code Validation – can create as many codes as you want, used to create, update, insert and delete course; may want a code status if course is renumbered, etc.

**STVCUDA –Catalog Element – MIS CB extract; state mandated code – special section for disabled students or not

STVCUD(B-F)Catalog Element TWO –SIX Validation – MIS CB extract; CAN codes maybe converted, check with Lourdes. 

STVDIVS – Division Code – 4 characters 

STVFTYP – Fee Type Validation –No choice on the values right now (DONE)

STVGMOD – Grading Mode Code Validation – This is shared by catalog, academic history; need X for conversion; we should agree upon a code letter,P /F/, credit no credit, transfer work (grade mode if don’t want to affect GPA)
STVLEVL – Level Code Validation – Registration and academic history

STVMAJR – Major, Minor, Concentration code validation – all of the majors past and present; how are we going to handle majors that have the same name but not the same content? Identify from legacy current majors and if everything is clean, can possibly populate.
STVPTRM - need to build term types:  Full term, part of term, extended term, continuing education, etc.  Section override must be checked.  Must include last day to add, drop, refund dates, etc.  This is a joint scheduling and registration set up.
SVAPPIZ - apportionment form used for 320 upload that allows annualizers to be added and then the 320 run and uploaded to the state.  Not sure how a district report would work from this?
Validation table spreadsheets – Dottie will send (GTVDUNT)

On the faculty workload side, Banner only accommodates 3 digits to the right of the decimal point and we need 4.  Dottie has put in a request for the Solution Ctr to look at that.  She also said that payroll might be able to add that info on their end without a modification.  The whole workload area looks like one where modifications might be necessary to maintain our process and the various ways we track load.

Co-requisites must be built at the catalog level; prereqs can be built at either catalog or course level.

Footnotes and course descriptions should be built in Banner so they appear on web dynamic catalog.  Someone was going to check with Kurt Hueg to see how the catalog was going to be built using ECMS, etc.

Census data can be “frozen” on Section Enrollment Info form.

Waitlists do not roll into registration; students are notified they may add into a waitlisted section and given deadline to register.

Registration overrides are term specific and die after that term.  Better to assign an attribute at the student level allowing permission to enroll so the permission spans terms.

Student attributes can only be added to CAPP area prereqs and not at prereq set up level.  You can’t set up SCAPREQ and CAPP are prereqs for same course; one or the other.
