Priority Field:
The priority needs to be set ‘after’ excludable benefits and deductions that make up the ‘disposable income’.

Disposable income is that part of an obligor’s earnings remaining after the deduction of amounts required by law (usually taxes), but be careful as this definition can vary by state.

Also be careful in how each state defines earnings as some types of earnings could be excludable from child support.

Set up on PDADEDN:
The filing status can usually be found on the Child Support Order.  The filing statuses are as follows:

· NA – Non-supporting in arrears >12 weeks (65%)

· NS – Non-supporting not in arrears (60%)

· SA – Supporting, in arrears > 12 weeks (55%)

· SP – Supporting not in arrears (50%)

· UD – User defined percent of gross

Amount Field 1 would only be used if the percent was different than defined by the delivered statuses.

Amount Field 2 is a required field for the Flat Amount which is usually found on the Child Support Order.

The calculation rule is set up to compare the Flat Amount to the Percent based on the Filing Status, determine which number is smaller and choose that amount for the deduction.
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
