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OBJECTIVES
Per the client’s request, the Banner Bridges discovery and implementation has been moved to a later date.  This session was focused around client specific needs in order to aid the technical staff in understanding several conversion related topics as well as become familiar with issues and conversion methodology.  Per the client, the agenda was suggested as the following focus points:

1.  Ensure that the Chart of Accounts can be easily reloaded as required from the latest refined COA spreadsheets (mostly likely, we will not scrub again but just change the chart indicator each time)

2.  Set up an easily-maintained crosswalk system, because we expect that PLUS/Banner crosswalks will be required until late 2010

3.  Make sure the FHDA technical group understands how to reformat transaction data for FUPLOAD use -- this will take a majority of the time as there are dozens of spreadsheets to be considered for JV import!  I will be onsite that same week and can provide any encouragement needed on the client technical side because this inability to process daily functional work in the Banner environment is killing our chance to validate the chart of accounts before go-live

4.  Review topics of the Finance technical training Dhaval did the week of December 1st. 

ACCOMPLISHMENTS
The client’s technical staff was able to load their chart of accounts into the CONV instance using the Converter Toolkit.  When asked about their future ability to load not just Chart of Account tables, rather other tables the staff expressed confidence in working with the Converter Toolkit and understanding its method system.

We were able to create and post a Requisition document within the client’s TEST instance using the client’s own Chart of Accounts.  A method to transfer information between instances was discussed.  When considering PIDM related data, it is very important to understand that the PIDM is the key identity field within Banner and should not be moved from instance to instance without due diligence in making sure that the values will not overlap or cause duplicate issues.  Duplicate PIDM issues can cause significant cleanup work that must be accomplished manually.

The client had obtained or created an excel spreadsheet that created text file documents in the Banner supported FUPLOAD format.  Many of their current spreadsheets are tasked for FRS entries and will need to be based around the new spreadsheet.  We were able to create sample entries from this spreadsheet and load them into Banner using FUPLOAD.  We were able to post these documents.

A variety of topics were discussed within the classroom environment.  Much of the learning process concerned explaining topics already covered and then aiding the client in understanding the foundation reasons and processes to allow the client to “bring it all together”.  At the end the visit, the client expressed a deeper understanding of what needed to be focused on in order to bring finance live in a timely and successful manner.  Major points included:

· General Person Synchronization: This process must be in place for the client to produce the checks they desire for student refunds, retiree disbursements, and faculty prepayments.  The technical staff seemed eager to begin work on this process.

· Crosswalk Development: This is a crucial piece in the interface development.  Sample Spreadsheets were shared and will be included with this Trip Report.
