You also need the  other state required DB (drop before class starts), DR (Drop after start full refund), DC (Drop before census no grade no refund), DA (Drop after census no grade no refund and DP (drop with a W). You need to enter these for each of the six parts of term. 

The “Affected by Student Status” should only be checked for Withdraw. 

The dates entered for each status need to be very broad dates. You need to enter the first possible date and last possible date for each status.
