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Unix Cronjob Scheduling Procedure

To schedule a job in Unix, follow these steps:

(1) Ensure that you have sufficient privileges to add a cron jobs to Unix scheduler.  You Unix administrator will have the capability to give any Unix particular account the required permission to schedule jobs via the crontab command

(2) Access the desired Unix account to schedule the job (e.g. Banner account).  Also ensure that the Unix account has privileges to run the job which you want to schedule.

(3) Access the cron job list via the following:

(a) To view the list of records in your scheduler, type "crontab -l" command in your Unix prompt.

(b) To edit the list of records in your scheduler, type "crontab -e" command in your Unix prompt. This will invoke the "vi" editor; hence you must know how to navigate using "vi" editor.

(c) Add the following cron jobs to your list file:
