ETAC

Sheila Coyne is the new ETAC representative.  Concern was expressed that email phishing intrusions into the District’s email service.  Network upgrades are planned for 2012 to improve network performance.  A new Open Class List application was implemented in September for students.  Improvements made to Global Access registration process.  Inactive Banner accounts will be disabled after 365 days.  PCI-DSS Compliance Project was discussed.  New ETS Project Priority process was being implemented.

Fall Qtr registration using Banner completed – approximately 40,400 students registered to date.  BDMS production implementation continues with the Admissions & Records departments.  DegreeWorks went live for Counselors September 26 – Go Live for students in Winter Qtr.  Banner/Finance Ver 8.4-8.6 is being tested with a October 28 production date.  Financial Aid Ver 8.12 testing to being early November.
